Baptista, Cecilia Vegas de Puppio, Margarita Zingg de Blohm, Maria Soledad Sarria
Pietri, Maria Eugenia Riveroll, Antonieta Sanabria de Caleya, Maria Eugenia Azcarate de
Salcedo, Maria Teresa Casanova, Ana Teresa Paul Vegas, Maria Alesia Vegas de

Whether or not to
confirm the members of the Board of Directors in their posts and whether or not to induct
Patricia Vegas de Arevalo and Carmen Cecilia Puppio Vegas as Alternate Directors. The
Meeting was presided by Ana Luisa Paul de Baptista in her capacity of Chairwoman of
the Foundation, and acting as Secretary of the same was Carmen Cecilia Puppio Vegas,
who proceeded to verify the quorum required by the eleventh clause of the Bylaws to
validly hold the Meeting and finding that members representing more than seventy-five
per cent (75%) of the Sponsoring Members, both Founders and Associates, were present,
she declared it validly convened. Thereupon she read the text of the Notice of Meeting
served for this effect and proceeded to submit for the Meeting's consideration the First
[tem of the said notice, that is: 1. Whether or not to induct Carmen Cecilia Puppio
Vegas as an Associate Member of the Foundation, in conformity with the eighth clause of
the bylaws. The Chairwoman explained to the Meeting that Carmen Cecilia Puppio has
been cooperating with and actively working for the Foundation for some time and has
requested to be formally admitted as an Associate Member, stating her commitment to
cooperate effectively with the institution, wherefore the Board of Directors makes a
motion to the Meeting for her induction as an Associate Member, Thereupon the
Secretary submitted for consideration by those present the motion of the Board of
Directors, which was approved unanimousty by the votes present. Thereupon the
Secretary submitted for the Meeting's consideration the Second Item of the Notice of
Meeting, that is: 2. Whether or not to amend the bylaws, in the terms set forth in the
annexed Draft, and recasting the amendments into a single text as a result of the
amendments that may be approved. The Chairwoman explained that the Board of
Directors, in its exchanges with other

institutions, has been able to appreciate the need to explain more fully the purpose of the
Foundation, given that, in the opinion of some foundations that provide support to others
with specific objectives of assisting children, the content on the purpose is not
sufficiently explicit in the bylaws and, although this Foundation in fact provides
assistance to children, as well as to all manner of people with illnesses or Injuries 1o the
spinal cord, the real need for support and interchange that the Foundation has, requires
specifying the purpose more clearly, in such a manner that the requirements of these
other institutions may be satisfied. It is for this reason, the Chairwoman noted, that the
Board of Directors makes a motion to the General Meeting of Sponsoring Members to
amend the third clause of the Bylaws. The Chairwoman went on to explain that, in the
opinion of the Board of Directors, it is necessary to increase the number of alternate
directors that comprise the Board of Directors, from the current number of three to five,
for the reason that on occasion it has been difficult to hold the monthly meetings due to
the coinciding of many of the members' being out of the country and others having
insurmountable conflicts, thus the Board of Directors makes a motion to the Meeting that
the thirteenth clause of the Bylaws be amended to increase to five the number of
Alternates provided. Likewise, the Board of Directors makes a motion to the Meeting for
the amendment of the fifteenth clause to increase to three the number of members
required to meet quorum at the meetings of the Board of Directors. As a result of the
need for the amendments set forth, the Board of Directors considered it expedient to
analyze the entire text of the Bylaws and propose the albeit minor amendments, including
those of transcription or nomenclature that may be pertinent, and it is thus that, with the
exception of the sixteenth, seventeenth and nineteenth clauses, all the others have been
modified in the Draft drawn up for consideration of this Meeting, for the most part to
specify, correct or

clarify the transcription and the nomenclature and adapt it to the present situation. This
explanation having been set forth by the Chairwoman, the Secretary proceeded to submit
for consideration by those present the motion by the Board of Directors to amend the
Bylaws of the Foundation according the terms of the Draft submitted to the Meeting.
Maria Eugenia Riveroll requested that the need to clarify the meaning of the third clause
(Purpose} of the Foundation's Bylaws be explained to her in more detail, which Federica
Pietri de Riveroll proceeded to do. No one else having taken the floor, the Secretary
submitted the Second Item of the Notice of Meeting to a vote, the Meeting approving it
by unanimity among those present, the Foundation's Bylaws thus being amended, all the
clauses thereof being recast into a single text in the following terms: FUNDACION
VENEZOLANA PRO-CURA DE LA PARALISIS - BYLAWS CHAPTER I Name, .
Domicile. Purpose and Duration. FIRST: The Foundation shall be known as
"FUNDACION VENEZOLANA PRO-CURA DE LA PARALISIS," and it shall have its

own legal capacity as a non-profit [organization] with assets of its own, autonomous and

independent and with broad capacity to carry out the acts that are necessary or conducive
to the fulfillment of its aims. SECOND: The Foundation shall have its domicile in the
city of Caracas and may establish, for the better fulfillment of its purpose, offices or
branches in any another place in Venezuela or abroad. THIRD: = The purpose the
Foundation shall be to cooperate, provide help, channel funds, assist and, in general and
broadly, to provide overall comprehensive help to all those people and institutions within
the country and outside of it that are devoted to research and the search for a cure for
paralysis, as well as to provide assistance and help to children, young people and, in
general, all those pecple that are affected by injuries to the spinal cord and who do not
have the means and resources necessary to receive adequate treatments aimed at
providing them with a better quality of life and the curing of their illness. In order to be

able to fulfill the objectives of the Foundation, the latter may allocate the funds collected
by it to cooperate with other institutions or foundations that have a purpose that is the
same as or similar to its own. Likewise, the Foundation may allocate all or part of the
funds raised by it to cooperate with other charitable institutions and research centers
already in existence or to be created, nationally or internationally, which devote
themselves, as it does, to searching for a definitive cure for traumas to the spinal cord,
provided that, in exchange for that help, FUNDACION VENEZOLANA PRO CURA DE
LA PARALISIS in turn receives help from said institutions and foundations, which help
may be of a scientific, technological or financial nature; and, in general, it may carry out
all those activities that concur with the achievement of the aforementioned objectives.
FOURTH: The Foundation shall have a duration of FIFTY (50) years, reckoned as of the
official recording of the initial Incorporation and Bylaws Document, it being extended by
equal periods if the Board of Directors does not decide upon its dissolution. If, in the
opinion of the General Meeting of Founders, it is deemed that the Foundation cannot
fulfill its purposes, its dissolution shall be proceeded with and the entirety of its assets
shall be given to non-profit institutions devoted to objectives similar to those of this
Foundation, following fulfillment of the pertinent legal requirements. CHAPTER II
Regarding the Foundation's Assets. FIFTH: The assets of the Foundation shall be
comprised of the amount of FIFTY THOUSAND & 00/100 BOLIVARES (Bs.
50,000.00), which the founding members. contributed initially with the execution of the

incorporation document, as well as the contributions received or which the Foundation
subsequently receives, as well as any other manner of assets that it may acquire through
acts inter vivos, donations, inheritances or bequests. The Foundation's assets shall be
allocated solely to the fulfillment of the aims that are specific to it according to what is
set

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forth in the Third Clause of these Bylaws. SIXTH: The Assets of the Foundation belong
to it as assets that are separate from the assets of the sponsoring members, being
independent of these and allocated solely to the fulfillment of the aims and objectives of
the Foundation. SEVENTH: The assets of the Foundation shall answer for the latter's
obligations and charges. Neither the Sponsors nor the Administr;ltors of the Foundation
shall be personally liable for one or the other. CHAPTER 1] Regarding the Members of
the Foundation. EIGHTH: The sponsors of the Foundation shall be classified thus:

Founders: These are the people executing the initial incorporation and bylaws document.
Associates: These are the individuals or legal entities that are inducted into the
Foundation following acceptance by the General Meeting of Sponsoring Members of the
Foundation. CHAPTER IV Regarding the General Meeting of Sponsoring Members.
NINTH: The General Meeting of Sponsoring Members shall be in charge rof the

definitive administration of the Foundation and shall be comprised of Founders and
Associates. The Founders and Associates may be represented by means of a proxy letter,
telegram, fax or telex. The appointment of a representative shall be notified to the
Chairman of the Board of Directors of the Foundation. At the General Meeting of
Sponsoring Members, each Founder or Associate shall be entitled to one vote and shall
exercise it by means of his representative or directly in the case of an individual who
attends at the same time on his own behalf. TENTH:  The General Meeting of
Sponsoring Members shall meet in a regular sitting within the SIXTY (60) days
following the close of each fiscal year and in a special sitting each time the Chairman of
the Board of Directors convenes it, or at the request of a group of Sponsoring Members
representing at least one fifth of the total votes in the General Meeting of Members. The
sittings of the Meeting shall be presided by the Chairman of the Board of Directors.
ELEVENTH: The sittings of the General Meeting of Sponsoring Members shall be held

following a private notice of 7 -
[Three Registry seals are affixed in the left margin, and in the upper right hand corner of
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meeting which the Chairman of the Board of Directors will issue at least FIVE (5) days
ahead of time, indicating the place, the date, the time and the object of the meeting. Said
notice of meeting must set forth the agenda. Decisions regarding any item nc_)_tﬂn}entioned
in the notice of meeting shall be valid if approved unanimously. The General Meéting of
Sponsoring Members shall be validly convened with a number of people representing at
least fifty-one per cent (51%) of the total votes of the Foundation's Sponsoring Members
in the General Meeting and its resolutions shall be adopted by a majority of votes. If not
enough Members attend a sitting to make it valid, it shall be held THREE (3) days later
without need for a new notice of meeting in the same place and time indicated in the first
notice of meeting and if the required number should not attend either, a new private
notice of meeting shall be issued at least FIVE (5) days ahead of time, stating the reason
for the meeting, and the Meeting shall be considered to have reached quorum regardless
of the number of people who attend, this being stated in the notice of meeting. The
Regular sitting of the General Meeting of Sponsoring Members shall examine the
Balance Sheet and the Accounting that the Board of Directors may submit to it, as well as
any other matter that may have been submitted for its consideration in the notice of
meeting. The Special sittings of the General Meeting of Sponsoring Members shall be
governed by the same rules as those for the Regular ones. TWELFTH: Without
prejudice to the other faculties appertaining to it according to the Incorporation
Document and the Law, the faculties of the General Meeting of Sponsoring Members
shall be: 1. To examine the Annual Report, Balance Sheet and Accounting that the
Board of Directors must submit to it. 2. To appoint the Members of the Board of
Directors and the Legal Representative of the Foundation. 3. To amend the Foundation's
Incorporation Document. 4. To decide on the dissolution and liquidation of the
Foundation and transfer its assets to another institution under the supervision of the Judge
[Three Registry seals are affixed in the left margin, and in the upper right hand corner of
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of First Instance subject to the Fourth Clause of the present Document. 5. To decide on
the induction of new Associate Members. 6. To decide on everything concerning the
Foundation that is not attributed to other bodies of the same. CHAPTER V Regarding
the Administration of the Foundation, THIRTEENTH: . The Foundation shall be

managed and administered by a Board of Directors comprised up of seven (7) regular

Members who shall be: Chairman, Vice-chairman and five (5) Directors, who shall be
elected for a period of TEN (10) years by the General Meeting of Sponsoring Members,
there will also be five (5) Alternates, who shall fill in during the absolute or temporary
absences of the Regular Members. If the need should arise, any of the Alternates may be
called indiscriminately. In addition, the Foundation shall have one (1) Honorary Life
Chairman and one (1) Legal Representative, who shall be appointed by the General
Meeting of Members and shall remain in office for five (5) years. The Members of the
Board of Directors and the Legal Representative may be reelected, and once their term
has expired, they shall remain in office until such time as those who are to replace them
are sworn in. FOURTEENTH: The Board of Directors shall have the following

faculties: 1. To manage all the activities related to the functioning of the Foundation. 2.

To appoint the managers, employees and other administrative personnel of the
Foundation, set their duties and remuneration. 3. To appoint the Treasurer of the
Foundation. 4. To draw up the Annual Balance Sheet and submit it to the Meeting along
with a report on its management and later take it to the competent Judge of First Instance
of Civil Matters for the purposes provided in Article 21 of the Civil Code. 5. To open
bank accounts and manage them by means of issuing checks or in another manner. 6. To
decide on the contracting of credits or loans of any type with banking institutions or with
other individuals or legal entities. 7. To draft the Foundation's Internal Regulations. 8.
To decide on the alienation or encumbrance of movable or real property and on the
[Three Registry seals are affixed in the left margin, and in the upper right hand corner of
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carrying out of all manner of acts of disposition or investment. 9. To foster the
development of the Foundation and the means adequate to achieving its objectives. 10.
To act as the Foundation's highest authority when the Meeting of Sponsoring Members is
not sitting, enter into all manner of contracts, and carry out, in general, any other act of
administration or disposition. 11. To appoint, if it deems it expedient to the interests of
the Foundation, from within its ranks or from outside, a Treasurer who shall be in charge
of all matters regarding revenues and who shall exercise the financial faculties that are
expressly indicated for him by the Board. FIFTEENTH: The Board of Directors must
meet at least once a month and may sit with the attendance of three (3) of its members.
Its decisions shall be made by an outright majority of votes. In the event of 2 tie in the
voung, the Chairman's vote shall count as two. SIXTEENTH: It shall _befall the
Chairman to represent the Foundation before third parties. He must perform or cause to
be performed all the resolutions or decisions of the Board of Directors and of the
Meeting. Among his faculties shall be that of presiding the meetings of the Board of
Directors and of the Members. SEVENTEENTH: The Vice-chairman shall replace the

Chairman during his absolute or temporary absences. EIGHTEENTH: The Directors

shall attend the meetings of the Board of Directors, being entitled to take the floor and to
vote, and they shall have the faculties this document specifies for them., CHAPTER VI.
Regarding the Fiscal Year. NINETEENTH: The Foundation's fiscal year or period shall
begin on January first (1st) of each year and shall end on December thirty-first (31st) of

that same year and at that time the cut-off of statements and the balance sheet shall be
done in keeping with generally accepted accounting procedures and with the provisions
of the Commercial Code, insofar as they are applicable. CHAPTER VII Regarding
Amendments. TWENTIETH: The present document may only be amended by a General

Meeting of Sponsoring Members expressly called for that purpose, attended by a number
of Members representing at least two thirds

[Three Registry seals are affixed in the left margin, and in the upper right hand corner of
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(2/3) of the total votes of the Members thereof. Decisions must be adopted with a vote in
favor by three fourths (3/4) of the Members present. The amendments agreed upon shall
always leave the nature of the Foundation unchanged. Thereupon, the Secretary
proceeded to submit for consideration of the Meeting the Third Item of the Notice of
Meeting, that is 3. Whether or not to confirm the members of the Board of Directors in
their posts and whether or not to induct Patricia Vegas de Arevalo and Carmen Cecilia
Puppio Vegas as Altermate Directors. The Chairwoman explained that in view of the
proposed amendments to the Bylaws, the Board of Directors had decided to submit to the
