RECORD: In the city of Montevideo, on March 29, 2001, Fernando Juan CASTAGNO
Schickendantz, a Uruguayan citizen, of legal age, married for the first time to Rosina
BONIFACIO Imaz, holder of identity document No. 1562158-8; and Janine GOMEZ Sudrez, a
Uruguayan citizen, of legal age, unmarried, the holder of identity document No. 2924634-0; both
domiciled for purposes hereof at 25 de Mayo 288, office 101, Montevideo, appeared together
and approved the foliowing bylaws:

Article 1: Name; Term of Duration; Domicile. The aforementioned persons establish a
corporation governed by law No. 11073 and in particular by article 7 thereof, adopting for such
corporation the name DOBRICK FINANCIAL S.A.

Its term of duration is 100 years, running from today. It shall be domiciled in Montevideo, and
may have special domiciles and dependencies of any kind both in Uruguay and abroad.

Article 2: Designated Purpose. Outside Uruguay, the corporation may engage in: (A)
investments in securities, bonds, shares, certificates, debentures, bills of exchange and analogous
documents; (B) importing, exporting, services as commission agent or representative, mandates,
financial transactions, agricultural or livestock raising operations, insurance and reinsurance; (C)
exploitation of trademarks, patents, industrial privileges and analogous intangible assets; (D)
Business and industrial operations in and in connection with the fields of food, motor vehicles,
communications, electronics, data processing, lumber, machinery, metallurgy, paper, fishing,
chemistry, professional services, television, textiles, transportation, tourism and wearing apparel;
(E) holding interests in, establishing or acquiring business enterprises operating in the
aforementioned fields; (F) real estate transactions of any kind, [n Uruguay, the corporation may
engage in any activity permitted under the legal arrangement adopted.

Article 3: Capital and Shares. The capital consisting of one or more bearer shares valued at
USS1 each shall be US$100,000. A special meeting of shareholders shall have the power to
increase the capital without need for administrative approval (article 284 of law No. 16060, as
amended by article 59 of law No. 17243 of June 29, 2000). The meeting may delegate to the
Board of Directors or Administrator, as the case may be, the power to determine the time of issue
and form and terms of payment.
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Article 4: Shareholders shall have the right of first refusal to subscribe for and pay in shares in
proportion to the shares they already possess.

Article 5: Meetings of Shareholders. Meetings of shareholders shall consist of shareholders
convening on the terms provided for by law at the corporate headquarters or another place in the
same locality. The resolutions of such meetings as to matters within its sphere of competence
shall be binding upon alt shareholders, including those dissenting or absent from the meeting.
Resolutions are to be implemented by the governing administrative body.

Article 6: Types. Meetings of shareholders may be regular, special or for special purposes.

Article 7: Authority of Regular Meetings. Regular meetings shall be responsible for
considering and resolving as to the following matters: (1) Financial statements (balance sheet
and profit-and-loss statement), proposal for distribution of profits, memorandum or report from
the Controller or Audit Committee and any other measure relating to the management of the
company as to which they are competent to resolve in accordance with law and the articles of
incorporation, or submitted for their consideration by the Administrator or Board of Directors or
the Audit Committee or Controller. (2) Designation or removal of the Administrator, Directors,
Controllers or members of the Audit Committee and determining their compensation. (3)
Responsibilities of the Administrator, Directors, Controller or members of the Audit Commitiee.

Article 8: Authority of Special Meetings. Special meetings shall be responsible for resolving as
to all matters not within the competence of regular meetings, including in particular: (1) Any
amendment to the articles of incorporation. (2} Increase in capital as provided for under article
284. (3) Refunding of capital. (4) Redemption, refunding and amortization of shares. (5)
Mergers, transformations and spin-offs. (6) Dissolution; designation, removal and compensation
of liquidators and other powers as provided for under article 179. (7) Issuing of debentures and
parts in interest and conversion of the same into shares. (8) Limitations on or suspension of the
right of first refusal in accordance with article 330. Special meetings shall also have the power to
resolve as to any matter which, while within the competence of regular meetings, must be
decided upon on an emergency basis.

Article 9: Holding and Calling of Meetings. Times and Time Limits. (a) Regular meetings of
shareholders shall be held within 180 days of the close of the fiscal year. Special meetings shall
be held whenever deemed necessary or appropriate. (b) Meetings shall be called by the
governing administrative or oversight body. Shareholders representing at least 20% of the paid-
in capital may call upon the aforementioned bodies to call a meeting. Such request shall indicate
the matters to be taken up. The administrative or oversight body shall call the meeting to be held
within 40 days of receiving the request. If these bodies fail to do so, the meeting may be called
by any Director or member of the Audit Committee, by the government oversight body or by a
court. If the corporation is in liquidation, the meeting shall be called by the liquidation authority;
if the latter fails to do so, the provisions of the preceding sentence shall apply. {¢) The notice of
the meeting shall be published for three days in the Official Gazette and in another newspaper at
least ten business days and no more than 30 calendar days in advance of the date of the meeting.
The notice shall mention the type of meeting, date, place and time and the agenda. On a second
notice because of failure to convene the meeting on the first notice, the meeting must be held
within the next 30 calendar days, and the notice shall be published in the same manner as the
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first notice. However, both notices may be issued simultaneously, the meeting on second notice
being scheduled for one hour later on the same date.

Article 10: Universal Meeting. A meeting may be held without publishing the notice when
shareholders representing 100% of the paid-in capital are convened.

Article 11: In order to attend meetings, shareholders shall be required to deposit with the
corporation their shares or a certificate of deposit issued by a financial institution, securities
broker, judicial depositary or other persons, in which case the proper Notarial certification shall
be required. The corporation shall issue the necessary receipts, which shall serve to admit
shareholders to the meeting. The shareholder records shall be opened five business days before
the meeting and closed when the same is called to order. Each share shall entitle the holder to
one vote,

Article 12: Shareholders may be represented by proxy at meetings. Administrators, Directors,
Controllers, members of the Audit Committee, managers and other employees of the corporation
may not be proxy holders. It shall be sufficient to grant the proxy by means of a private
instrument with the signature notarized. A proxy may also be granted in the form of an ordinary
power of attorney without certification of the signature, a telegram with return receipt requested
or a cable, telex or fax message, in the case of a special proxy for a single meeting.

Article 13: Chairmanship of Meetings. Meetings shall be presided over by the Administrator,
the Chairman of the Board of Directors or the person acting in his place, or failing these by such
person as the meeting itself may designate. The Chairman shall be assisted by a Secretary
designated by the sharehelders in attendance. When the meeting is called by a court or
government oversight body, it shall be presided over by such person as the authority calling the
meeting may designate. Minutes must be signed within five days by the Chairman and the
shareholders designated for this purpose.

Article 14: Quorum. The convening of a regular meeting on first notice shall require the
presence of shareholders representing half of the voting shares, plus one. On a second notice the
meeting shall be considered validly convened regardless of the number of shareholders present.
Special meetings shall be convened on first notice with the presence of shareholders
representing 60% of the voting shares. On second notice, the presence of shareholders
representing 40% of the voting shares shall be required. If the latter quorum is not achieved, a
new meeting must be called, which may be convened to consider the same agenda regardless of
the number of shareholders present.

Article 15: Resolutions. Resolutions of meetings of shareholders shall be adopted by a simple
majority vote of the shareholders present, unless a larger majority is required by law. A
sharcholder casting a blank ballot or abstaining from voting shall be deemed 10 have voted
against the question before the meeting,

Article 16: Administration and Authority to Represent. An Administrator or a Board of
Directors shall be charged with administering the corporation, The form of administration
and the number of members of the Board of Directors shall be determined by a meeting of
shareholders.
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Article 17: The Administrator or Directors shall be designated annually by a meeting of
shareholders.

Article 18: Meetings of the Board of Directors shall be called by the Chairman or two members;
however, any Director may request the calling of a meeting, and the Chairman or two members
shall be required to call the meeting to be held within five business days of receiving such
request. If they fail to do so, the meeting may be called by any of the members. A quorum shall
consist of half of the members plus one, and Directors may authorize other persons to vote for
them in their absence.

Article 19: Natural or artificial persons, whether or not shareholders, who are competent to
engage in business and have not been prohibited or disqualified from doing so, may be
designated. Administrators or Directors may be re-elected and shall remain in office until their
successors are installed. They shall cease to hold office upon becoming subject to any disability,
prohibition or disqualification.

Article 20: The Administrator or members of the Board of Directors, if natural persons, shall
discharge the duties of their offices personally. If they are artificial persons, they shall act
through such natural person as they may designate, and shall have the power to replace such
person whenever they see fit.

Article 21: By a unanimous vote the members may: (a) Distribute or redistribute their offices.
(b) Provide for the temporary or permanent filling of vacancies. Without prejudice to the
foregoing, a meeting of shareholders may designate up to three alternates for each Director, who
shall replace such Director in order if his position becomes temporarily or permanently vacant,
and for the duration of such vacancy. (c) Revalue assets.

Article 22: The corporation shall be represented by the Administrator, the Chairman or any
Vice-Chairman, or by any two Directors acting jointly.

Article 23: The Administrator or Board of Directors, as the case may be, shall have unlimited
powers to administer the corporation and make disposal of its assets.

(5) refer matters for arbitration; (6) make assignments of assets or request or grant forgiveness or
extensions as to debts; (7) expressly waive legal recourse; (8) receive payment of debts by means
of judicial proceedings; (f) distribute provisional dividends in accordance with law No. 16060,
the same to be ratified by the next meeting of shareholders held.

Article 24: Controllership. A meeting of shareholders shall have the power to designate a
controllership authority and designate the regular and preferential or respective alternate

capital, even if this matter is not on the agenda of the meeting. This oversight shall continue until
a subsequent meeting adopts a resolution to eliminate it.
