1. General Regulations. i
I.1. This Corporation (an association with limited liability) which shall be called “Constantd s asm
legal corporation.

This Corporation is legal entity and functions pursuant to these Articles and present laws of
the Russian Federation. This Corporation has its seal and letterhead stationery.

1.2. The sharehoiders of this Corporation can be soviet and foreign enterprises, companies

organizations, joint ventures, co-operatives, unions of operators organizations of brokers, public
organizations, which are legal entities, and soviet and foreign individuals who acknowledge the Articles
of “Constanfa.”

6.5. The Corporation is liable for all of its assets,

6.6. The Corporation has no liability towards the responsibilities of the state or the shareholders
of the Corporation as well as the State has no liability towards the Corporation.

6.7. The Corporation can create branch companies with the rights of legal entities, subsidiary
companies and representations. The Corporation can create them on its own as well as together with
other partnerships, co-operatives and enterprises, firms, offices and organizations in the territory of the
Russian Federation and other Union Republics and abroad.

6.8. Subsidiary companies and representations act as legal entities pursuant to the Regulations
about them.

6.9. Subsidiary companies and representations are provided with basic and circulating capital by
the Corporation.

6.17. The Corporation can create co-operatives, corporations, partnerships and other enterprises
with the rights of a legal entity everywhere in the Russian Federation, in other Union Republics and
abroad and can participate in their operation. The Corporation can utilize securities, government bonds,
bank certificates and other funds that are in circulation, to hold actions, lotteries, exhibitions, to
participate in associations, consortiums and conduct operations at the Mercantile and Stock Exchanges.

Upon their request shareholders can get a certificate worth the nominal value of shares.
In future the Corporation has the right to issue other types of shares pursuant to the present laws
of the Russian Federation and to the Articles of the Corporation.

If shareholders do not acknowledge a successor as an owner of a share, he is compensated for the
share according to the par value of the share. Compensation is paid out of the capital of the Corporation,
which subsequently decreases.

12.10. Successors are responsible for the actions and liabilities of the previous owner of the
shares before the Corporation. Successors are also first responsible for the debts of the Corporation or
before any claims that third parties may make against the individual or business entity undergoing
reorganization or the completion there of. The owner shall only be liable to the value of his shares.

XII1. Bonds of the Corporation

13.1. After all the shares issued to shareholders are paid for into Corporate capital, the
Corporation can borrow money by issuance of named bonds and CD bonds.

13.2. Issuance of bonds is made by the decision of a general meeting of shareholders which
determines the purpose, amount and time period of loan, the number of bonds to be issued, nominal
value and issue value, the interest rate and time period it should be paid off in.

14.2. The procedure for establishing and using the sinking fund and other funds is determined by
a general meeting of the Corporation.

19.8. The part of the assets which is left available after settling, paying salaries, creditors,
fulfilling the obligations to the shareholders, owners of bonds are distributed between the shareholders
according to the number of shares and their par value. Property given to the Corporation by shareholders
